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REFORMA PIETEI EUROPENE A VINULUI

Viticultura europeana reprezintd peste 1,6 milioane de exploatari, care acopera 3,4
milioane de hectare si oferd 5,4 la suta din valoarea productiei agricole a Uniunii, In timp ce
nu absoarbe decat 2,5 la sutd din cheltuielile Fondului European de Orientare si Garantare
Agricola (FEOGA). Masurile principale ale « reformei radicale », detaliate mai jos, includ
abandonarea a 400.000 de hectare de plantatii viticole si extinderea finantarii industriei
vinului.

La nivel mondial, concurenta a crescut, Statele Unite devenind al patrulea producator
de vinuri. Tarile Lumii Noi si-au crescut productia in ultimii doudzeci de ani de la 1,7 la suta
la 21,4 la sutd, in detrimentul Uniunii Europene. in UE, importul de vinuri a crescut
considerabil, egaland exporturile. Importurile europene provenite de la alti patru producatori
mondiali principali au crescut spectaculos in ultimii zece ani: Africa de Sud (+770 la sutd),
Australia (+500 la sutd), Chile (+270 la sutd) si Statele Unite (+160 la sutd). lata de ce a fost
nevoie de o reforma a pietei europene a vinului.
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EUROPEAN WINE MARKET REFORM

European viticulture is represented by over 1.6 million farms, covering 3.4 million
hectares, and it provides 5.4 percent of the Union's agricultural production value, while it
absorbs only 2.5 percent of the expenditures of the European Agricultural Guidance and
Guarantee Fund (EAGGF). The main measures of the "radical reform" detailed below include
the abandonment of 400,000 hectares of vineyards and the expansion of the wine industry.

Worldwide, competition has increased, making the United States the fourth producer
of wines. New World countries have increased their production over the past twenty years
from 1.7 percent to 21.4 percent, to the detriment of the European Union. In the EU, wine
imports have grown considerably, equaling exports. European imports from four other major
world producers have grown spectacularly over the past ten years: South Africa (+770
percent), Australia (+500 percent), Chile (+ 270 percent) and the United States (+160
percent). That is why a reform of the European wine market was needed.
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
