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RURAL DEVELOPMENT PLANS — A TOOL FOR ACHIEVING
SUSTAINABLE DEVELOPMENT IN EU MEMBER STATES

Funded under the second Pillar of the Common Agricultural Policy (CAP), Rural Development
Plans (RDPs) are a financial tool by which Member States can target certain development objectives in
their rural areas through specific measures. The RDPs offer to the Member States more flexibility than the
Direct Payments, while granting financial support for specific national priorities as long as they are in line
with the principles of the most recent CAP reform. In this paper we will highlight, through a comparative
analysis based on national statistics and on DG Agriculture & Rural Development data, how RDPs have
concretely contributed to supporting sustainable development in EU’s rural areas.
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
