The Romanian society transition from the centralist to the competitive model is characterized by
radical changes in the evolution of the demographic phenomena and of the demographic structures. In the
rural area of South-Muntenia region, as (local) territorial subsystem, the country-wide phenomena are
present with oscillating intensities and dynamics in relation to other areas and the national aggregate.
From this perspective, the present approach intends to make a quantitative and qualitative analysis of the
main changes that were produced in the demographic structure of the localities from the rural area of
South-Muntenia region, focusing on the evolution and existing disparities by age groups.
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
