Rezultatele evidentiaza un
spatiu rural in care functioneaza structuri care definesc o ruralitate complexa si foarte diversa.
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THE ROMANIAN RURAL HOUSEHOLD FROM RURAL DEVELOPMENT

This paper aims to highlight the importance of the Romanian rural household’s existence in the
rural area in terms of rural development. Romania is facing a number of challenges and opportunities that
the developed countries of the European Union have not experienced. However, our country should not
neglect the lessons of the past, but also comply with the new conditions imposed from the new rural
development paradigm perspective. The paper is based on a methodological study of the literature on the
Romanian rural household’s role in the rural economy in terms of sustainable rural development and the
illustration of the socio-economic potential of rural households based on statistical data. The results reveal
a rural area in which the operating structures define a complex and very diverse rurality.
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
