In acest sens, a fost elaborat un cadru legislativ armonizat
al UE ce face parte din "Noua ofertd pentru consumatori" a Comisiei Europene (aprilie 2018), care
urmdreste, printre altele, asigurarea tratamentului egal al consumatorilor in UE.
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DOUBLE STANDARD? GENERAL FRAMEWORK FOR EU FOOD QUALITY

Food and nutrition represent a particularly important issue with economic and social
consequences and effects on the environment and human health.

The notion of food quality is based on a complex concept, including the sensory, nutritional,
energy, food safety, origin and authenticity, bioethical, informational and aesthetic aspects. Food quality
control must be rigorous and documented.

A food quality issue at EU level is the "double standard" of food products, within the European
Single Market. In this respect, an EU Harmonized Legislative Framework has been already set up as a
part of the "New Deal for Consumers" of the European Commission (April 2018), aiming, among other
things, to ensure fair treatment of consumers in the EU.
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
