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EXPORTUL AGRICOL IN CONTEXTUL REGULAMENTULUI
ANTIDUMPING

Reglementarea antidumping a exporturilor agricole presupune acordarea unei atentii deosebite
urmatoarelor componente:

* exporturile de produse alimentare;

* exportul de masini agricole;

* exportul de inovatii in domeniul agricol.

Productia alimentara apartine domeniului industriilor deosebit de importante. Reglementarile
exportului au o natura liberala si permit anumite forme de subventii ascunse. Reglementarea antidumping
a exportului de masini agricole implicd utilizarea mono-directionala si exclude folosirea multi-
directionald. Exporturile agricole inovatoare includ, drept componentd de bazi, comertul de inaltd
tehnologie din domeniul industriei alimentare. Aceste exporturi trebuie sd se supund standardelor de
protectie a mediului in vederea minimizarii modificarilor genetice, protectiei mediului etc.
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AGRICULTURAL EXPORT IN THE CONTEXT OF ANTIDUMPING
REGULATION

Anti-dumping regulation of agricultural exports involves special attention to the following
structural segments:

* food export;

* export of agricultural machinery and mechanisms;

* export of agricultural innovations.

Food production belongs to the field of particularly important industries. Export regulations are
liberal and admit hidden form of subsidies. Anti-dumping regulation of the export of agricultural
machinery implies agricultural mono-vector nature and excludes poly-vector use. Innovative agricultural
export is high-tech trade in food production. It is regulated by environmental standards in order to
minimize gene modifications, pollution of the natural habitat etc.
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
