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ISTORIA RECENSAMINTELOR DIN ROMANIA

Interesul national — necesitatea cunoasterii realitatilor socio-economice — a impus de-a lungul
timpului realizarea de cercetdri statistice totale, precum recensdmintele, care prin rezultatele lor
furnizeaza date-suport pentru studii complexe cu privire la populatie, pe diferite caracteristici socio-
economice, date pe care numai un recensamant le poate oferi.

Lucrarea de fata reprezinta isi propune o evidentiere a recensimintelor ultimului secol din
Roménia — 1930, 1941, 1948, 1956, 1966, 1977, 1992, 2002 si 2011. Scopul este acela de a oferi
cititorului de specialitate, si nu numai, o imagine succintd asupra istoricului recensamintelor care s-au
realizat de-a lungul celor 100 de ani care s-au scurs de la infaptuirea Marii Uniri, precum si asupra
evolutiei populatiei de pe teritoriul Romaniei (la nivel national si pe medii de rezidenta) si modificarilor
survenite ca urmare a circumstantelor istorice prin care a trecut tara noastra. De asemenea, punerea in
prim plan a mediului rural, dinamica populatiei rurale in intervalul de timp amintit, pozitionarea
populatiei rurale fata de cea din mediul urban sunt alte cateva dintre obiectivele lucrarii.

La realizarea acestui demers au fost utilizate exclusiv date statistice oficiale obtinute in urma
disemindrii rezultatelor recensamintelor realizate de-a lungul perioadei analizate.
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HISTORY OF CENSUSES IN ROMANIA

The national interest — the need to know the socio-economic realities — made it necessary, over
time, to conduct total statistical surveys, such as censuses, which, through their results, provide support
data for complex population studies, by different socio-economic characteristics, data which only a
census can provide.

The present paper reviews the censuses conducted in Romania in the last century — 1930, 1941,
1948, 1956, 1966, 1977, 1992, 2002 and 2011. The aim is to provide the specialist reader, and not only, a
brief image on the history of censuses that have been conducted along those 100 years since the Great
Union, as well as on the evolution of population on the Romanian territory (at national level and by area
of residence) and the changes that were produced as a result of historical circumstances. At the same time,
we focus on the rural area, on the dynamics of the rural population in the mentioned timeframe and the
rural population versus the urban population.

For this purpose we used only official statistical data obtained from the dissemination of the
results of censuses conducted in the investigated period.
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
